1. A sa neuviéme session, le Comité administratif et juridique a été saisi
d'un voeu émis par M. A. C. Leslie (Registration Officer, The Royal Horticul-
tural Society's Garden, Wisley, Woking, Surrey, Royaume-Uni) selon lequel les
services de la protection des obtentions végétales des Etats membres devraient
consulter les Autorités nationales d'enregistrement institudes conformément au
Code international de nomenclature des plantes cultivées lors de la procédure
de détermination de la recevabilité des dénominations variétales proposées.
Ce voeu était assorti d'une offre de vérifier, sans frais, les dénominations
proposées, émise apparemment au seul nom de la Société royale d'horticulture
(du Royaume-Uni - RHS) en tant gqu'Autorité internationale d'enregistrement
pour les coniféres, le dahlia, 1l'oeillet, le delphinium, le narcisse, les
orchidées, le lis et le rhododendron. (Pour plus de détails, on se reportera
au paragraphe 8 de l'annexe II du document CAJ/IX/3 et a l'annexe II du docu-
ment CAJ/IX/10.)

2. A cette session, le Comité a estimé que l'offre de vérifier les dénomi-
nations proposées en comparaison avec les listes tenues par les Autorités
internationales d'enregistrement était trés généreuse. Mais, compte tenu des
incidences, notamment d'ordre financier, qu'aurait une coopération avec ces
Autorités, il a décidé de surseoir a l'examen de l'opportunité d'une-coopéra-
tion et de ses modalités et de le reprendre sur la base d'une liste de ces
Autorités (voir le paragraphe 25 du document CAJ/IX/10). Cette liste a été
soumise au Comité i sa dixiéme session sous la cote CAJ/X/4.

3. Le document portant cette cote contenait aussi la lettre de M. Leslie au
Secrétaire gé€néral adjoint de 1'UPOV sous le couvert de laquelle la liste
précitée avait été transmise. S'agissant de la coopération éventuelle entre
1'UPOV et les Autorités internationales d'enregistrement, il y était estimé
gu' "une lettre normalisée comportant un espace 3 compléter par le nom du
genre et du cultivar en question permettrait une coopération assez facile."
Il contenait aussi une liste des Autorités internationales d'enregistrement
établie par le Bureau de 1l'Union dans l'ordre de leurs noms.

4. En raison de son ordre du jour trés chargé, le cComité n'a pas pu aborder
l'examen de la question & sa dixiéme session et a décidé de 1l'inscrire a
l'ordre du jour de sa onziéme session. Dans l'intervalle, M. Leo J. Donahue
(Director of Government Affairs, National Association of Plant Patent Owners
(NAPPO) , Etats-Unis d'Amérique) a transmis une liste des Autorités internatio-
nales d'enregistrement plus récente, laquelle figure a 1l'annexe du présent
document. Compte tenu du fait que cette liste ne fait pas toujours la dis-
tinction entre 1l'Autorité internationale d'enregistrement et la personne
chargée de l'enregistrement, le Bureau de l'Union n'a pas établi une liste
mise & jour des Autorités dans l'ordre de leurs noms.
